More trains should be run towards Virar/Dahanu Road.

Remarks

As per new suburban time table effective from 12/10/2024, four additional services have been added to Dahanu
Road. In the present scenario, Western Railway operates 42 EMU services in Dahanu — Virar section along with
goods trains, mail express and MEMU services in this section, taking the current track capacity utilization of this
section to 142.5%. Quadrupling of track in this section has been approved. Additional services can be run in this
section after completion of quadrupling work. At present, it is not feasible to start any additional services in this
section.

(ii)

Stoppage of trains should be provided at Palghar.

Remarks

Recently stoppage to 22955/22956 Bandra (T)-Bhuj Kutch Express and 12490/12489 Dadar-Bikaner Express trains
has been provided at Palghar station with effect from 17.05.2025 and 18.05.2025 respectively.

(iii)

AC local should be run up to Dahanu Road.

Remarks

Currently there is heavy demand and crowding in AC services in morning hours. Due to heavy rush, AC
trains are getting detained at Bhayander , Mira Road, Dahisar & Borivali on account of non closing of doors.
Hence 13 new services were introduced in sync with these existing services. In Dahanu Road sector 42
EMU services are being run at an average frequency of 30 minutes. If AC service is introduced in the DRD
sector, then first, it shall be on replacement basis only, and will increase this gap to 1 hour between two
non-AC EMU services. It may lead to severe discontentment from commuters of this sector.

(iv)

Lokshakti Express stoppage at Saphale should be restored or a local from Dahanu Road, if practically feasible.

Remarks

Stoppage of Lok Shakti Express at Safale has been withdrawn due to extreme poor utilization, which is less than
norms prescribed by Railway Board.

The Virar - Dahanu sector being double line caters to several Mail / Express / Passenger and Freight Trains besides
EMU services. In the new suburban time table introduced from 12.10.2024 the number of Dahanu Road services
were increased from 38 to 42. In the present scenario an early morning service from Dahanu Road is available at
04:40hrs. It is not feasible to introduce any additional local during early morning hours due to unavailability of path
and rake.




(v)

Among the approved 4 ROBs in Vasai Virar City Municipal Corporation, Palghar, at least 2 should be provided (viz.
Alkapuri & Oswalnagri)

Remarks | The structure drawings of the Road Over Bridge (ROB) are under process for approval. The concerned Municipal

Corporation has been directed to deposit the processing fee.
(vi) Palghar north end FOB should be provided.

Remarks | Currently, three FOBs are available at PLG Railway Station. First towards the south end, second in the middle and
third towards the North end. The South FOB and middle FOB both have connectivity towards the East side, while
towards the west side, the south FOB connects PF No. 1 and the middle FOB connects the circulating area. The
North FOB connects PF No. 1, 2 & 3 and the west side city road. Palghar station is also being developed under the
Amrit Station Scheme.
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(vii) Increase local train frequency, especially on congested sections such as Dadar-Virar and Vasai-Panvel.

Remarks | Increase local train frequency Dadar-Virar section-

Within the available infrastructure, Railways on its part have been constantly striving to provide maximum facilities to
commuters. In the new suburban time table implemented from 12/10/2024 the total number of services were
increased from 1394 to 1406. Having analysed the increased ridership during peak hours, Western Railway
increased the carrying capacity by switching over from a 9-car to 12-car and further augmentation to 15-car rakes. All
platforms on the slow corridor between Virar — Andheri were extended to accommodate 15-car services in the year
2021 and subsequently the numbers of 15-car services were augmented from 54 to 211 in a phased manner.
Currently, Western Railway runs services at an interval of every three minutes between BVI-CCG and four minutes
between BVI-VR with 30 second halt at all stations. During peak hour, maximum services are being run leaving very
little scope to increase any additional services within the given infrastructure.

Increase local train frequency Vasai-Panvel section-

Presently, this sector is served with 8 MEMU services. Vasai- Diva section is a major interchange point with Central
Railway which also deals with Mail express & freight traffic. Running of EMU/Suburban services in this sector is
within the purview of Central Railway.
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(viii) Optimize train schedules by running more fast locals during peak hours.

Remarks Locals are already running with their optimum utilization. and following numbers of trains in peak hours in UP and
Down direction are as under:-

(ix) Introduce double-decker coaches for suburban trains, which can accommodate more passengers.

Remarks Double decker coaches are not being manufactured for the Suburban section of the Indian Railway. Also, It is not
feasible in suburban trains due to operational constraints.

(x) Increase the number of toilets at these stations, ensuring separate washrooms for men, women, and differently-abled
passengers.

Remarks | At present, in accordance with minimum essential amenities (MEA) yardsticks, all stations under Mumbai Central
Division are equipped with toilet blocks catering to men, women, and differently-abled passengers. Further
upgradation of these facilities is underway, with necessary arrangements being made as per the prevailing Railway
guidelines.

(xi) Implement smart toilet facilities with real-time monitoring for cleanliness.
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Remarks Toilet upgradation works are planned under redevelopment works for major stations. Over Mumbai division, already

real time monitoring from on duty SS is carried for cleanliness related issues
(xii) Introduce paid premium toilet facilities with better maintenance.

Remarks Noted. The upgradation of toilet facilities at major stations is being planned in line with the prevailing CSR policy
guidelines. Currently, MMCT Division is undertaking the renovation, upgradation, and operation of toilet blocks with
all necessary arrangements at Mumbai Central, Bandra, and Borivali stations

(xiii) Increase the number of FOBs at critical stations.
Remarks | The work for providing additional FOB at the stations where feasibility is available is in progress.
(xiv) Expand existing FOBs to make them wider.
Remarks New 12mtr. wide FOBs at following stations is targeted for Financial Year -2025-26 details are as under:-

Remarks It is already planned to provide escalators and ramps in the new FOB, wherever technically feasible.
(xvi) Install UTS scanners at every entry point to allow seamless validation of mobile tickets.

Remarks Over Suburban section QR code frames are displayed covering all entry exit points so that commuters can book
tickets through UTS app mobile application even entering into station premises. Restriction of maximum outer limit
has been removed in the UTS app , so that passengers can book tickets from any distance outside the station
premises without approaching the booking office, ATVM or QR code.

(xvii) Increase the number of ATVMs at high-traffic stations.

Remarks Suggestion has been noted. ATVMs have already been provided as per the demand received from the station
according to traffic patterns. Also, all entry exit points of suburban stations, QR codes are displayed to book the ticket
from station premises. Further, the maximum outer limit for booking tickets through the UTS app has been removed
so that passengers can book tickets from anywhere to anywhere without approaching the booking office, ATVM or
scanning QR code.

(xviii) Introduce contactless smart card ticketing for suburban travel.

Remarks | Western Railway has introduced mobile ticketing through “UTS app” Mobile application since 2014. And commuters

can book tickets through this app without approaching the booking office, ATVM or QR code.
(Xix) Increase the frequency of Dadar-Virar fast locals during peak hours.
Remarks increase local train frequency Dadar-Virar section-

Within the available infrastructure, Railways on its part have been constantly striving to provide maximum facilities to
commuters. In the new suburban time table implemented from 12/10/2024 the total number of services were
increased from 1394 to 1406. Having analysed the increased ridership during peak hours, Western Railway
increased the carrying capacity by switching over from a 9-car to 12-car and further augmentation to 15-car rakes.

Remarks

DDR south FOB at Phool market end is already connected with the Central line.

Construct additional FOBs and interconnect Dadar station platforms.

Remarks

There are sufficient FOB available at DDR station, No space is available to provide additional FOB at DDR Station.

The deficiencies
noticed are rectified promptly and the service provider is penalised according to the terms and conditions of the
contract.
